He crashedface first into
the ground, and was rushed to the hospital where he received immediate
medicalattention for a ruptured liver, bleedingin his brain, a fractured hip, a
brokencheekbone,anda brokenshoulder. TheAFMXArushedto action.

Doctorsand AFMXAAdvisoryBoardmemberscontactedtheir counterpartsin
Spainand consultedwith them on his care. Theywere able to translatewhat
was happeningwith Camto his family and friends who were with him. After
emergencysurgery,Camspent5 daysin a comain the hospital. Oncehe was
stable,the AFMXAassistedin arrangingtransportationto hishomein Australia
andprovidedfinancialaid to him duringhisrecovery.
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AFMXA in Action: Jeff Kargola
On November14, 2009, Jeff "OX"Kargolawasin a seriousaccidentwhile pre-
runningthe Baja1000in SanFelipe,Mexico.

At 11:22am, the AFMXAreceivedword that Jeff was in a clinic with multiple
injuries and respondedimmediately. Medjet assistwas alerted and AFMXA
doctorsstayedin constantcontactwith the clinicin Mexico.

By2:45pm, Medjet wasin the air andJeffwason hiswayhometo be admitted
to UCSDMedicalCenterfor proper treatment.

After severaldaysin the hospitalandweeksat home,Jeffmadea full recovery.
